DRESS CODE

It is a decision of the Board of Education that all students will abide by the St. Francis of Assisi Dress
Code. The intention is to encourage good grooming habits and neat, clean personal appearance, and provide
rules for modest attire and cleanliness as a foundation for scholastic attitude.

1. Students are expected to come to school neatly dressed and well groomed. Uniform shirts and
blouses are to be tucked in at all times. Pants and shorts are to be worn at the waist with no
sagging. Dress code will be enforced from the time students arrive until dismissal.

2. A collared uniform shirt must be worn under sweatshirts, sweaters, or fleeces. No colored T-shirts
under shirts; white short sleeved T-shirts or long sleeve shirts are appropriate. No print should be
visible.

3. Hair colors, facial hair, make-up, hats or jewelry that draw undue attention or are disruptive are
not permitted. Girls may wear post earrings only. Earrings are not to hang below the earlobes.
Boys are not allowed to wear earrings. No body piercings are allowed. Make-up: 7 & 8 graders are
allowed to wear light mascara, blush, and lip gloss.

4. Hair should be clean and neatly groomed. Boys hair length should be at or above the collar and no
longer than mid-ear on the sides.

5. Tattoos, including temporary, washable tattoos, are not permitted. Decals, stickers, sequins, glitter
many not be worn.

6. Backpacks should not have wheels.

Tight fitting clothing of any kind is not considered appropriate to our environment.
8. Scouts may wear their uniform shirt/blouse on their meeting day.

Consequences (per trimester) for Violation of the Dress Code:

K-8th grades:

e 1%time: anote will be sent home stating that the student was in violation of the dress code.

e 2" time: another reminder note will be sent home.

e 3"“time: a phone call to parents from teacher.

e 4™ time: parents must bring appropriate clothing to school.

Flagrant violations will result in the student having to call home and not being readmitted to class until the
violation is corrected.

GIRLS:

SLACKS:

o Navy blue or khaki CLASSIC dress slacks. Corduroy or twill only.

e  Capri pants may be worn in the months of August, September and May.
O The following are not permitted: baggy pants, extra pockets (cargo/painter), loops or ankle

zippers, dragging hems, or low rise.

SHORTS:

Navy blue or khaki CLASSIC walking shorts. Twill or corduroy only.

Shorts may be worn in August, September, and May.

Shorts must be worn at the waist and may not be shorter than 3” above the knee.

Trendy short shorts worn at the hips and oversized, baggy shorts may NOT be worn. The following

are not permitted: extra pockets (cargo/painter) or loops.

COULOTTE/JUMPER:

e SFA school plaid or SFA navy and may not be worn shorter than 3” above the knee.

e The uniform plaid is recommended dress for girls for uniformity at SFA.

e  These items must be purchased through Carpenters Uniforms.

SKORT:

o Navy blue or khaki skort. A skort is a skirt with shorts underneath it. It looks like a skirt in front and
back.

e  Skorts may be worn year round and can be purchased from Carpentar’s.



SHIRT/BLOUSE:

e K-5: Solid navy or white shirt. Must have collar and sleeves and must be tucked in.

e  6-8: SFA hunter green, navy, or white.

e  Approved styles are oxford cloth/cotton button downs, polo knit, turtleneck or mock turtleneck.

e No denim or chambray. No logo except approved SFA logos.

SWEATER:

e K -5: Solid navy or white sweaters.

e 6-8: SFA hunter green, navy, or white.

e Approved styles are cardigan, vest, v-neck and crew neck. Approved uniform shirt MUST be worn
underneath.

e  Must be waist length, and hoods are not permitted.

SWEATSHIRTS:

e K -5: Approved SFA sweatshirts only.

BOYS:

e No denim or chambray. No logo except approved SFA logos.

SWEATER:

e K -5: Solid navy or white sweaters.

e 6 -8: SFA hunter green, navy, or white.

e  Approved styles are cardigan, vest, v-neck and crew neck. Approved uniform shirt MUST be worn
underneath.

e  Must be waist length, and hoods are not permitted.

SWEATSHIRTS:

e K -5: Approved SFA sweatshirts only.

e 6 - 8: SFA sweatshirts or SFA approved fleece.

e Approved uniform shirt MUST be worn underneath.

BELTS: 1% through 8" grade

e  Belts must be worn with clothing that has belt loops.

e  Extra belt length must be worn in belt loops.

SHOES/SOCKS:

e  Shoes must be closed toe and closed heel. No wheels.

e  Sandals may be worn during August, September, May.

e Sandals must have a back strap. No flip flops or pool sandals.

e Socks or tights must be worn at all times. Socks must be visible above shoe tops.




Spirit wear Day
All St. Francis of Assisi spirit shirt clothing sold by Home and School can be worn on mission days and
spirit wear days. Spirit wear must be worn with uniform pants.

Mission Day
One day each month is designated as a mission day. On this day students are allowed to be out of uniform,

provided that they participate in the mission. We ask that the following guidelines be followed on out of
uniform days:

e No baggy or torn clothing, tank tops or short shorts, sweat/wind pants.

e  Sweatpants, running suits, mesh/shiny fabric practice/sports shorts and the like are not allowed.

e  Students need to wear socks and safe shoes, no flip flops or pool sandals.

e Clothing must be appropriate for a Catholic School Setting.

All final dress code decisions will be determined by the administration.

REQUIRED ATTIRE FOR PHYSICAL EDUCATION:

e  6-8 will dress in St. Francis shorts and t-shirts for PE. Students in grades 6-8 who have P.E. first period
may wear their P.E. clothes to school.

o Kindergarten through eight must have socks and tennis shoes for PE for student safety and the
protection of the gym floor.

WINTER ATTIRE

All students are expected to dress appropriately for winter weather. Students will be outside unless the
temperature is zero degrees or below including wind chill. During the winter months, encourage students to
wear mittens, hats, heavy coats and boots. For the health of each student, boots/overshoes are expected in
wet and snowy weather. Students should bring an extra pair of shoes to wear inside when they wear boots.

Local stores carry shirts, pants, shorts, capris, as well as plain sweatshirts and polo shirts. These stores do
not carry the plaid jumper, or coulotte. These stores include, but are not limited to Kohls, JCPenny’s,
Younkers, Old Navy, Sears, Target, and Gap.

Home and School will also host used uniform sales after Masses during the August packet weekend and
again in the spring. Parents may also donate good used uniform items to Home and School.

Parents are welcome to eat lunch with their children. If you will be eating school lunch, please contact the
School Office NO LATER THAN 8:45am so we can include you in the lunch count. Please DO NOT BRING IN
FOOD FROM RESTAURANTS when joining your child for lunch.

Our lunch prices for the 2008-2009 school year are as follows:
$2.50 for student lunch (includes milk)
$1.25 for extra entrée (3rd-5th)
$1.50 for extra entrée (6th-8th)
$3.50 for family/visitor lunch
$ .40 per milk/extra milk

School Lunch Payment:
*Auto debit is available (form can be downloaded at website). See information below.

*Lunch payments are due at the beginning of each month. The average cost for hot lunch per month
is $45.00/child. For middle-school please add approx. $15.00/month for a la carte.

“Bulk payments may be made at any time. The average cost for hot lunch per month is $45.00/child.
*All lunch accounts are family accounts

*Please send a cash or check to the school office, clearly marked “School Lunch” with child’s(ren’s)
first and last name in an envelope.

*Accounts that fall below zero twice in the school year will be required to go on the auto debit plan.

NEW THIS YEAR: You will have the ablility to access your lunch account on-line. More details to come.

Auto Debit: An amount of money, specified by you, will be deducted on the 28t of each month from your
checking account. We will monitor your account closely and should you be falling short or have a large
credit balance we will contact you to change your monthly deduction amount. The average student spends
$40-$50 per month for hot lunch. If you would like help in figuring a deduction amounts, feel free to contact
us. Forms will be due August 21st to have the first deduction at the beginning of the school year._ SHOULD
YOU NOT RETURN YOUR FORM BY THIS DATE YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO SEND A CHECK FOR LUNCH
ON THE FIRST DAY OF SCHOOLI

Free and Reduced Lunch: In your family packet is a letter regarding applying for free and reduced school
lunch. Qualified students should submit the application materials to the school office no later than September
1, 2009.

Special diets/food allergies: If your child has food restrictions or food allergies, we need to know. For severe,
life-threatening food allergies, please fill out a “Safe Table Assurance” form, which is part of the Food Allergy
Action Plan available from the school office. Due to the number of peanut allergies in our student population,
OUR SCHOOL LUNCH MENU WILL BE PEANUT FREE. We will continue to provide a SAFE TABLE in the
school cafeteria for students with peanut allergies. Students in grades K~2 are REQUIRED to sit at a “Safe
table” during lunch. Students required to sit at the safe table may bring a friend eating hot lunch. We serve
orange juice as a substitute beverage for students with a documented milk intolerance/allergy. In order to
receive this milk substitute, documentation from your child’s physician regarding reason for substitution must
be provided.




Menus: Included in the on-line packet is a copy of the August 2009 School Lunch menu. Our menu meets
USDA School Lunch guidelines. We are a full-service preparation kitchen with a staff trained to prepare
many of our food items from scratch. The School Lunch menu will be available on-line with your monthly
packet.

Milk: This year we will be offering a choice of 1%, skim or chocolate skim milk for lunch. Students who wish
to bring exact change for milk (.40 per milk) can purchase milk from a cooler in the cafeteria, allowing them
to avoid the wait in the school lunch line.

A la Carte Ifems: This school year, all middle school students will be offered the opportunity to purchase a la
carte items following meal service. These items have been chosen to meet nutritional guidelines consistent
with our school wellness policy. All items are .75 (in addition to lunch price) and can be purchased either for
cash or via student account. However, students will not be allowed to purchase a la carte items on account if
there are insufficient funds available.

Field Trip Lunches: It is the responsibility of the parent to provide a sack lunch when children have a field
trip scheduled. Your child will be allowed to call you to bring a lunch to him/her if it is forgotten. Due to
the fact that we are a peanut free school, we do not have peanut butter on hand to make a sandwich and our
lunch meats are stored in the freezer. Unfortunately, most of the time, we are not able to make a lunch for a
child due to the fact that we don’t have the necessary items readily available.

We need volunteers to assist us in the school cafeteria and on the serving lines this year. Please be sure to
complete the volunteer materials in your packet indicating you wish to help in the school cafeteria/serving
lines and submit as instructed. Feel free to contact us at school with any questions or concerns regarding the
school Iunch program. Our staff looks forward to working with you and your children this school year.
